RCM & RCMA’s Report to Area February 7, 2010

Andy W. (RCM) & Jon A. (RCMA) went to Region in Owensboro, Ky. on January 17,
2010. Kenny M. and Jim D,_ also went on behalf of the KRCNA XXIIl committee.
All the areas in the region were represented and all executive officers and
subcommittee chairs Region currently has apparently were present. The following
regional positions are open: RD, RDA, Vice Chair, H&l, Pl Lit, & P&P.

We read and submitted the usual bimonthly report (attached) on behalf of Area,
along with the Annual Report Area recently seemed to have approved, which
covered a period of around November 2008 to November 2009, give or take.

The Regional Treasurer’s Report entitled “Jan. Regional meeting” shows a
Beginning Balance of $12,633.97, an Ending Balance of $13,987.86, and credits to
ATRA of $106.71 for October, $191.17 for September, $185.55 for August, $50.00
for November and $45.42 for December. A “Year End Treasurer Report” shows a
Beginning Balance of $4,885.00, “Total Credits” to ATRA of $1,330.75 and
$15,587.52 for “KRCNA XXlii seed money & profits,” and an Ending Balance of
13,987.86 (again).

Jim and Kenny, on behalf of KRCNA XXIll explained, seemingly not for the first
time, the alleged “discrepancy” of $24.00 which KRCNA XXIV purported to
discover in an audit of XRCNA XXIII's books and records which KRCNA XXIV
conducted with virtually no notice to KRCNA XXIil, so KRCNA XXIlI had virtually no
opportunity to assist in the audit. The $24.00, mentioned in an earlier report to
Area, represented fees for cashier’s checks KRCNA XXl purchased in response to
a request by KRSCNA's Treasurer to remit profits from KRCNA XXIIl to KRSCNA. At
any rate, it appears that there was some such satisfying way to account for the
$24.00, which apparently had been explained by KRCNA XXiil’s representatives to
KRCNA XXIV’s and appropriately documented in a timely manner. Therefore, the
reference in a report by KRCNA XXIV to KRSCNA to this alleged “discrepancy” was
highly unfair to KRCNA XXill.
